No Knock Registry

Berkeley Township does allow door to door soliciting by permit only. They do, however, offera
"no knock" registry. Form 04-34-OAB Registration Form - “DO NOT KNOCK" can be found on
Berkeley Township website: https://www.berkeleytownship.org/search.php?g=no+knock).

Once a resident signs up for this the Town will send a sticker for their front door. Acompany is
provided a list of all addresses on the registry when applying for the permit. If someone does
come to their house despite the sticker, they can call the police non-emergency number and
report it. The violator is then subject to a fine and possible license revocation. This does not
apply to religious, governmental, or political entities. Without the sticker, residents have no
recourse other than not answering their door.

The Town cannot enforce the Association’s solicitation prohibition.

Fire Hazard in your Dryer Vent

All homeowners should be concerned about the fire hazard present in your dryer vent. Aside
from accumulation of lint as a fire hazard, the vents also allow access to birds and rodents
building nests or getting trapped as they collect lint. This alone is a fire hazard.

Town Fire Safety Officials are recommending that community Boards start enforcing Section
504 of the 2021 International Mechanics Codes which states in part that “Dryer exhaust ducts
for clothes dryers shall terminate on the outside of the building and shall be equipped with a
backdraft damper. Screens shall not be installed at the duct termination.” Additionally, cages
and booster fans are prohibited.

The recommended backdraft dampers are inexpensive and can be found online or at a local
hardware warehouse store. It is worth the investment to protect your home from this fire hazard.

SRPE lllegal Home Rentals

The Board has been informed repeatedly that some
homeowners are renting their homes without notifying the
Association — perhaps to avoid the $300 fee, skirt age
restrictions, or perhaps just plain ignorance.

This is a violation of our Covenants & Restrictions, which
state that the Association must be notified before renting;
the Tenant must be age 55 or older; and a home cannot be
rented unless you have lived in it for one year as a primary
residence.

It is also a violation of Berkeley Township ordinances
requiring the owner/landlord to register with the Township,
provide an age-approval letter from the Association, and
pay a Certificate of Occupancy inspection fee, total amount
of $95 (2 separate checks made out to Berkeley Township:
one for $55 and the other for $40).

Fees from house rentals help keep our dues from
increasing and help keep your taxes down.

Most homeowners/landlords follow our C&R and Berkeley
Township laws, but there are some who do not.

If you see someone moving into a house in our community,
please call the office so we can verify that they have
complied with these restrictions. The caller's name is
always kept confidential.

Changes in Your Household?

In order to keep information on our
community current, please notify the Office
if there are any changes in your household.

This is necessary for statistical purposes.
Typical changes would include:

o A new or additional phone number

o A homeowner has deceased or moved
from the residence

o A change in occupancy, such as someone
moving into or out of the residence
